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On January 1 1950, a police sergeant from Lincolnshire in England realised his dream and the IPA was born officially.
After the World War I, Arthur Troop recognized the need for friendship and trust between people of the world. Thus, he
decided to reconnect the pen-friendships which were lost during the war years. In these months, he had encounter a
group of fellow officers from countries in Europe who believe in serving through friendship.

With the support of his pen friends, Arthur took a bold step and wrote an article for the established weekly police
publication in the UK - Police Review. However, Discipline in the Police in these years was strict. Arthur knew that he
would face considerable difficulties if he published his own letter with his name. Subsequently, he wrote the letter under
the pseudonym of 'Aytee' and published on August 12 1949.

In the article, Arthur set out his vision for the organization and proposed how it might be operated. The article finally got
supported from not only within the UK but also the international counterpart. With all these supportive comments, Arthur
wrote a letter to Police Review for a further assistance.

On this occasion he felt confident to identify himself recognising that this was necessary to further his ambition. With
assistance from several like-minded friends and colleagues, an inaugural meeting of the Association was convened at
Bishopsgate Police Station in London in September 1949. Despite some rigorous resistance from the Police Federation
who perceived the IPA as a threat to their own organisation, the meeting elected the first Officers of the Association and
decided that the IPA would be created on January 1, 1950. pAET)

We are proud to present the activities of IPA
Moldova during the coronavirus pandemic. Up to
now, in the fight against Covid-19 in the Republic of
Moldova, more than 165 employees of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs (MIA) have become infected. Many
of them are IPA members, and it was consequently
decided to modify a section of the Hospital of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs to deal with this category
of police officers.

Under these circumstances, the National
Executive Committee of the IPA Section of the
Republic of Moldova decided to purchase two
laryngoscopes for the treatment of police officers
infected with Covid-19 in the MIA Hospital at a cost
of 100,000 Lei (equivalent to 5,000 Euros). In this
period of hard trials caused by the pandemic, the IPA
Section of the Republic of Moldova is permanently by
the side of the police and IPA members. Together we
are strong to do great and useful things.

The International Police Association’s Brazilian Section, aiming to

when dealing with infected people, whilst operating on the streets.

The second front was directed to a request for help, made to the
members and partners of IPA Brazil, to obtain protective masks, aiming at free distribution in needy and low-income
areas, following the actions of IPA member Feliciana Ribeiro in the State of Maranhao, in which she used the money from
her mother Raimunda Barros’ 90th birthday party to provide homemade protective face masks.

In view of the situations and the conditions that arose, and in compliance with national legislation regarding the
fight against the pandemic, IPA Brazil faced COVID-19 on the frontline, while managing to remain safe. During previous
other national epidemics, however, such as in the case of the dengue fever, several IPA members and partners were
hospitalised, including Dr. Raul Canal, president of the National Association of Medical Law, and our national IPA
president, Dr. Joel Zarpellon Mazo.

IPA Brazil, trying to fulfill its associative role, understands that it has put a mere drop of action into the ocean in
order to fight the COVID-19 pandemic. However, at least it was a drop.
